
White Oak (Quercus alba) 

Origin:  Native 

Status in Park:  Widespread.  Grows singly, in rich well-drained woods.   A 

dominant forest tree. 

Size:  Reaches 50-80 feet tall, 24-48 inches in diameter. 

Bark:  Light gray, variable in texture. 

Leaves:  Simple, alternate.  Blades 4-8 inches long, with 5-9 deep, rounded lobes, 

bright green above, paler beneath, hairless.
